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Ohio BWC Helping Combat the

Opioid Epidemic
F=PRESCRIPTION
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Effective June 1, 2019, the Ohio Bureau of
Workers' Compensation (BWC) will no longer pay for
the most commonly abused opioid painkiller, Oxyco-
done. This change will affect those covered by the
BWC, which is one of the few state monopolistic
workers' compensation systems and the largest state-
run insurance system in the U.S.

Instead, Oxycodone will be replaced with
what the BWC Chief Medical Officer, Terry Welsh,
calls "an equally effective but harder-to-abuse drug"
named Xtampza ER. The new drug, Xtampza, is engi-
neered to resist manipulation common in abused
drugs, including being able to be crushed, snorted or
injected.
